» Must have performed Volunteer Community Work. Examples: Junior Firefighter, Nursing Home, Hospital, Work
with Disabled, Church, Synagogue, or any other Charitable Organization.

> Deadline for Applications is June 1% each year.
» One Scholarship per person.

Application Procedures

» Letter of verification from organization, which Volunteer work was performed with contact name, and phone
number.

» A one page, double space, typed Essay on Volunteerism, must accompany application.

» Submit this application postmarked by June 1% with the above stated essay and volunteerism verification and mail
